Satellite Dish Rules Addendum: Effective December 1, 2003

The Architectural Guidelines and Community Standards (AGCS) currently provide:


“Small satellite dishes may be permitted (a) in order to comply with applicable FCC rulings that are less than one meter (39.37 inches) in diameter, (b) when it is located to minimize it’s visual impact from the street, but in accordance with FCC Regulations, (c) when in an expert opinion, it will not interfere with television or radio reception in the neighborhood or (d) when it will not otherwise be a nuisance or annoyance to the neighboring homes.”
The Board of Directors after observing several satellite dish installations in the Association has concluded that the existing guidelines need to be expanded and definitive “rules” established. This addendum is intended to instruct Homeowners seeking approval of an architectural application for the installation of a satellite dish in the proper placement of the dish on the Homeowner’s dwelling, as well as other requirements. Accordingly, the AGCS are modified as detailed below:
“Satellite Dish Rules:

Satellite dishes are improvements to Homeowner’s property. An architectural application must be submitted for the installation of a satellite dish. The application must precisely identify the location of the satellite dish and must be submitted within fourteen (14) days of installation of the dish. It is recommended that Homeowners review the Association’s “Satellite Dish Rules” regarding the location of a satellite dish and other requirements with the installer, prior to installation. Adherence to the defined “Rules” will avoid costly subsequent relocation, fines and legal costs. It is anticipated that adherence to the following guidelines will not impair the signal from the satellite. If all possible rooftop locations have been attempted without success, the Homeowner must request the counsel of a member of Architectural Committee on alternate site selection. The following rules apply retroactively and prospectively to all satellite dishes which have been or will be erected in the Association:
1. The satellite dish must be one (1) meter in diameter or smaller. Larger satellite dishes are prohibited.

2. Satellite dishes must be grey in color.

3. Satellite dishes must be installed in a safe and proper manner.

4. Satellite dishes are to be installed only on the roof of the Homeowner’s dwelling.
5. The dish may not protrude from the footprint of the roof.

6. The dish must be located behind (away from the street) the midline between the foremost and rearmost eaves.

7. The satellite dish may be mounted on a chimney; however, it must be mounted as low on the chimney as possible. 
8. The satellite dish may not protrude above the roof ridge line of the portion of the roof on which it is mounted. If the dish is mounted on a chimney, it may not protrude above the nearest roof ridge line. 
9. Cables running across the roof and down the side of the Homeowner’s dwelling are to be encased in a molding or otherwise securely affixed and must be painted the color of the background against which they rest.”
Homeowners failing to comply with these rules will be subject to the Association’s “Enforcement Policy”, as defined in the Architectural Guidelines and Community Standards which became effective February 15, 2002.
